Welcome to an exciting new school year!  This course will require you to take an involved role in your own learning process through the use of cooperative learning, hands-on investigations, using technology, and varied activities and active classroom participation.  

Course Outline:  (Geometry TEKS, McDougal Littell Textbook)


Topics to be covered include, but are not limited to, essentials of geometry, parallel & perpendicular lines, reasoning proofs w/congruency, relationships within triangles, similarity, right triangles & trigonometry, properties of polygons, transformations, nets, surface area & volume, properties of circles, non-Euclidean geometry.
Classroom Expectations:

Each student will be assigned a graphing calculator, SMART XE, and possibly other technology devices from a class set that they will be responsible for 
and will remain in the classroom at all times.

Notebook:  Students will keep a notebook binder that will be organized into the following five sections;

V. Miscellaneous Graded Work
(Any discrepancies with parent portal grades require student to produce the returned graded assignment/assessment to verify grade. Student must keep all graded work.)
Grade Distribution:  Final grades will be divided in the following manner


· 10% - Homework (administered daily)

· 20% - Quizzes (administered every other week)
· 60% - Tests (also will include projects) 
· 10% - Nine-week’s exam.

Additional Policies:

· All parents/guardians will register on Parent Portal to check for weekly progress on grades and assignments.  http://www.episd.org/_parents/
· All due-dates for homework assignments will be due 2 class days from the date it is assigned. (assigned Monday-due Wednesday) 
· Homework should be completed the same day it is given. If students do not understand, they have an extra day to attend tutoring before the assignment is turned in.  In the event that you are allowed to take unfinished class work home it will be due the following day.

· No late work will be accepted without school policy excuse.
· If the student is absent, they have one extra day to complete homework and quizzes/tests must be taken within a week of the quizzes/test’s date.
· If student does not complete assignment on time, they will be required to stay before or after school to complete their work and will receive a reduced grade. (pm tutoring hrs/Mon-Thurs/3:50-4:45/D-04)

· Technology will be an integral part of this class. ALL students will be required to have access to an email, internet, and printer in order to be prepared for class.
